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And while the truth is 
sometimes a little strang-
er than fiction, the story 
of the Harpe Brothers will 
definitely keep you awake 
at night.

The Harpes  were 
America’s first serial kill-
ers, but their notoriety 
often goes unnoticed 
because there wasn’t 
much of a police force in 
this time period nor wit-
nesses to testify against 
them. As the old adage 
suggests, “dead men tell 
no tales.”

These cousins, often 
referring to themselves 
as brothers, killed indis-
criminately along the trail. 
They hid the bodies, often 
filling them with rocks 
and tossing them into the 
river. The Harpes ranged 
from western Kentucky 
to east Tennessee and 
back again, and never got 
caught. Yet after the body 
count started to add up, 
and the modus operandi 
became consistent, fron-
tier justice was hot on the 
Harpes’ trail.

The Harpes were not 
the only violent male-
factors in the area at the 
time. In fact, there was 
a whole den of outlaws 
living on the Ohio River 
at Cave in Rock. Cave in 
Rock started as a coun-
ter feit coin operation, 

followed by a respite for 
those on the run. The out-
law band welcomed those 
on the wrong side of the 
law and preyed on flat-
boats going downriver.

When the Harpes 
decided to take one of 
these passersby, rob him 
of clothes and dignity, and 
force him and his horse 
off the cliff overlooking 
the river, that was too 
much for even the outlaw 
band. They forced the 
Harpes to leave at once.

The saddest par t of 
their lives of crime was 
that they captured young 
women along the trail. 
Textbook definitions of 
Stockholm Syndrome, 
these three young women 
bore their sons and felt 
their wrath in a person-
al nature. Because one of 
those babies was crying 
too loudly, the Harpes 
dashed it against a tree.

The  thr ee  young 
women took the fall for 
the Harpes on more than 
one occasion, and though 
acquitted each time, each 
time found their way back 
to the villainous pair.

Finally the long arm of 
the law caught up with 
the Harpes after they 
killed a Webster Coun-
ty family. “Big” Harpe 
was struck down after 
a long chase that ended 
in Muhlenberg County. 
His head was removed, 
and one of his female vic-
tims was forced to carry 
it back to Dixon. It hung 

at a crossroads outside of 
town until it deteriorated, 
developing the moniker 
“Harpe’s Head Road. The 
grotesque image served 
to remind other criminals 
of a fate that would follow 
them if they chose to do 
evil here.

This was not the first 
instance of such a “road 
sign.” Famous poet and 
p l a y w r i g h t  W i l l i a m 
Shakespeare describes 
Scottish forces removing 
the heads of their ene-
mies and setting them up 
as displays to warn would-
be attackers.

The historical marker 
at the same crossroads 
reminds us of how thin 
the line was between civ-
ilized and uncivilized in 
the early days of a devel-
oping country, but also 
that communities sur-
vived and thrived though 

attacked by some of the 
most dangerous killers 
history has ever known. 
Resilient and unwaver-
ing, there’s no chance 
we could be scared of a
