David Bradstreet said. 
“This is our first trip to 
the state tournament, and 
our first time we’ve won 
the region. The girls bat-
tled today. We hit the ball 
hard, and even found some 
holes and took advantage 
of errors. There was no 
quit, and enough solid 
defense to keep us in that 
game.”

Taylor County’s leadoff 
hitter Riley Sprowles, who 
had three hits in the con-
test, started the game with 

a single and advanced to 
second on the throw. She 
scored on a wild pitch just 
one batter later, giving the 
Lady Cardinals an early 1-0 
lead.

S o p h o m o r e  M a d -
die Hunt star ted on the 
mound and did her best 
work throwing of f speed 
pitches and forcing weak 
contact. In her seven-in-
ning complete game, Hunt 
allowed three r uns on 
nine hits, walked two and 
struck out one.

“Maddie Hunt, it’s her 
birthday today, her sweet 
16,” Coach Bradstreet said. 
“She’s been the anchor 
for us all year, changing 
speeds and spinning the 
ball. She always relies on 
her defense. They usually 
put the ball in play, she’s 
a pitch-to-contact pitcher. 
She did great today.”

The dif ference in this 
game came from the Lady 
Cardinals’ bats in the third 
inning. TCHS managed 
four runs in that inning, 

thanks to some timely hit-
ting and capitalizing on 
mistakes. Back-to-back sin-
gles followed by an error 
scored one and left run-
ners on the corners with 
just one out.

This is when Raegan 
Cundif f smacked a hard 
ground ball in between the 
third baseman and short-
stop for a single, increas-
ing the Taylor’s lead to 

three. Now with two outs 
and a pair of runners on, 
f ive-hole hitter Briley 
Edwards delivered on the 
biggest stage with a dou-
ble to the left field fence 
that brought Adelyn Brad-
street and Cundiff home.

“We have to have that,” 
Coach Bradstreet said 
about the timely hitting. 

“Every team here is good, 
and ever y team here is 
on a win streak. If you’re 
going to find a way, you 

have to have some good 
defense, and you have to 
have some hits fall. To 
score, you have to have 
some runners on by hits 
falling, and that’s what we 
did today.”

Down 5-0 in the fifth 
inning, the Lady Cou-
gars didn’t roll over.
