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Fatal Virginia bus driver had pr1or speeding charges

Abus driver with a history
of speeding accusations was
indicted on additional
charges Monday in a chain-
reaction crash in Virginia
that killed five people
and injured dozens more.

Jing Sheng Dong, 48, of
Staten Island, New York,
initially was charged with
two counts of involuntary
manslaughter after the crash
early Friday morning on
Interstate 95. On Monday,
a grand jury indicted him
on three additional charges
of involuntary manslaughter
and one count of reckless
driving, according to a
statement from the Stafford
County Commonwealth's
Attorney's Office.

Authorities said Dong was
driving a motorcoach from
New York to North Carolina
when he struck a line of

vehicles that had slowed
down in a work zone. A

In the Virginia case, Dong
was convicted of driving 73
mph in a 55 mph zone and
paid $219 in fines and court
costs. He also has a pending
case in Mecklenburg
County, Virginia, where he
was accused of trespassing
in July.
